Rules for State Bowling Tournament
· Each team will consist of five members.
· Team will bowl three games, each member throwing own shots.

· This is a scratch tournament (no handicaps will be used).

· Each pair of lanes will cross bowl, so your team will bowl on two lanes. (League bowling)
· Teams will be assigned lanes at random.

· Lane courtesy to adjacent lanes will be expected.

· Bowlers must deliver ball from behind the foul line.

· When ball enters gutter, it is a dead ball.

· All bowlers must wear bowling shoes.

· All corrections need to be approved by lane supervisor.

· Coaches will provide supervision and verification of scores.

· Winning teams will be declared from the total team score from all three games.

· In case of ties, the teams involved will bowl a two frame roll off (9th and 10th), with the most pins winning the tie breaker.

Alley Rules:

· Smoking will not be allowed.

· There will be pizza, soda, and chips provided for each team.
· Other concessions also available.
· Any food or drink products must remain up at tables and not brought down to alley area.
· Please respect the equipment.

Prizes:

· Championship trophy for each Division.

· Runner-up trophy for each Division.
· Medals for individual bowlers of first and second place teams.

· Individual medals for both male and female. 
· Five first team, five second team, and five third team All-State in each Division.

Park Center Lanes is located on the south side of 28th Street, between the traffic lights of Burlingame and Byron Center Aves.
I. Traveling from the north:  Take US 131 south through Grand Rapids.  Exit onto 28th Street ramp and take a right at the light.  You are now traveling west on 28th St. and will go through four lights, the fifth light is Byron Center Ave. and you went too far.  Park Center Lanes is on your left, approximately 300 yards before Byron Center Ave. (total distance from US 131 to Park Center is 2.5 miles)
II. Traveling from the south:  Take US 131 north towards Grand Rapids.  Exit onto 28th Street ramp and take a left.  You are now traveling west on 28th St. and will go through five lights, the sixth light is Byron Center Ave. and you went too far.  Park Center Lanes is on your left, approximately 300 yards before Byron Center Ave. (total distance from US 131 to Park Center is 2.5 miles).
III. Traveling from the northwest:  Take US 31 south to I-96 to Grand Rapids.  Merge onto US 131 south and go through Grand Rapids. Exit onto 28th Street ramp and take a right at the light.  You are now traveling west on 28th St. and will go through four lights, the fifth light is Byron Center Ave. and you went too far.  Park Center Lanes is on your left, approximately 300 yards before Byron Center Ave. (total distance from US 131 to Park Center is 2.5 miles).
IV. Traveling from the southeast:  I-94 west will take you to US 131 and then follow instructions from the south.  Or if you come to Grand Rapids on I-196 from Holland, you can take this to 28th Street (M-11) and turn right.  You are now traveling east.  Park Center will be about 3 miles ahead on the right hand side of the street (just past Byron Center Ave.).
V. Traveling from the east:  Take I-96 west to Grand Rapids.  Exit onto new highway US 6, and take this US 131 North.  You need to turn right (north) on US 131 for about four miles.  Then follow the directions from the south.
