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Basketball Rules 2006-2007

· MHSAA Rules will be followed with the following highlighted areas and exceptions specific to the MAAA
· Substitutions may be made at jump balls, free throws, time-outs, and out of bounds only.
· Upon seven team fouls, a player will shoot a “one & one”-upon ten fouls, player will get two shots
· A player fouls out with five personal fouls
· Coaches must check line-ups at the scorer’s table 5 minutes prior to the game at each site

· Halves will be 20 minutes in length - running clock will be used, with the clock stopping during last 2 minutes of 1st half, and last 5 minutes of the 2nd half (clock will not stop if one team is ahead by 20 or more points)

· There are five minutes between the first and second half

· Each team is allowed two (2) - 60 second time outs per half

· Overtime will be two minutes – clock will stop 

· If one team has a twenty-point lead, the press is taken off and picked up at half court.

· Teams must be ready to play at specified game time and must start at least four players or forfeit the game (no exceptions except for extenuating circumstances to be determined by the discretion of the president, tournament director, or co-commissioner

· IMPORTANT:  Coaches, please show good sportsmanship at all times - you are a role model to these future basketball players

· You are responsible for your spectators (who must have paid at the door or have a mark from previous payment to enter gymnasium)
· Also, remember Rule 10, Section 5 of the MHSAA Rules:  “Coaches can only leave the bench to give instruction or express a good play”

· All players must play in each contest

· Teams are encouraged to have shirts/uniforms with same color and different numbers

· Any player, who has not played in the 1st half, must start the 2nd half. 

      Penalty = Technical Foul

Eligibility

· Students must be nineteen years old or less as on August 31st of current school year      

· Student must be enrolled in an adult or alternative high school

· All players must play in each contest

· Teams are encouraged to have male and female participants
