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Standard Regulation Rules for Softball 2006-2007
· ASA Rules will be followed with the following highlights and exceptions designed for the MAAA

· If player had two strikes and hits a foul ball, they are out

· If a batter steps on home plate when they hit a ball, they are out

· If a bat is thrown by a player at any time, that player is out

· Pitcher’s mound – 50 feet from home plate.  Bases-65 feet apart. Pitching arc is 6-12 feet

· Five (5) runs per inning per team except for the last inning

· Home team must supply one (1) new 12-inch restricted flight ball for regular season games

· If a male player walks on the first four pitches and a female player is up next, she has the choice to walk or hit.

· Every student on each team must play in every game.  The bat around rule applies – every player bats. In Co-ed, the batting order from the top must be every other gender until all of one gender is exhausted. If a player leaves the game injured, they cannot return unless mutually agreed upon by coaches and umpire.  In Co-ed, if a female gets hurt, her spot in the batting lineup is an out and a spot on defense will be left vacant if there is no female to take her spot. Also, in Co-ed there must be a minimum or three (3) girls on the, and in the batting order at all times. In a Co-ed batting order there can not be a differential of more than five boys, (example: three girls-eight boys or six girls-eleven boys)

· Absolutely no verbal or physical unsportsmanlike conduct by coaches, players, or fans

· No inning is to start after one hour and 15 minutes

· Absolutely no metal cleats

Eligibility
· Student must be enrolled in an adult or alternative education program

· Students must be nineteen years old or less on August 31st of the current school year

· Teams are encouraged to have male and female participants
